Duties include:
· Classroom instruction – Teach all levels of fusing, slumping, stained glass, and mosaic with an emphasis on safe studio practices; keep abreast of current trends and techniques in the field; commit to your own professional growth to better engage a curious, adventurous student body
· Curriculum planning – Collaborate with Director of Shops to create classes (from one-hour to semester-length) for all skill levels, ages youth to adult, in a range of projects and techniques, that will engage new learners and challenge established artists
· Visiting Artists – Coordinate and facilitate an agreed-upon number of multi-day workshops and “intensives” each season
· Kiln firing – Maintain an efficient and productive work flow; assure the successful scheduling and firing of student and custom work

· Personnel Management – supervise and/or manage staff, instructors, and volunteers
· Production – Design and create class samples, gallery inventory, and custom work

· Volunteer engagement – Work with volunteers to create meaningful experiences that boost engagement in the SGS community

· Cold Shop Monitoring – Monitor/train warm shop users during Open Studio times with Cold Shop equipment and possibly other times when needed
· Shop Maintenance/Inventory/Improvements - Keep shop space and equipment clean, organized, and safe; maintain and order classroom inventory; maintain inventory of tools and glass for sale

· Administration - Attend monthly staff meetings; prepare and deliver monthly reports in a timely manner; assist in the creation of an annual budget; promote upcoming classes to current students

· Outreach - Be an ambassador for Sonoran Glass School in both Tucson and the glass arts community and an open and enthusiastic collaborator with colleagues and school leadership; explore creative collaborations with other local agencies and organizations; create a welcoming atmosphere that is conducive to learning; participate in community events that help raise awareness of the school
Schedule: 40 hours/week, including Saturdays and evening work; staffing at special events and public outreach events as needed.
